Oxnard Harbor District breaks ground on Waterfront Access Enhancement

Oxnard Harbor District and City of Port Hueneme officials recently held a groundbreaking dedication ceremony initiating construction on the Shore Protection Repair & Waterfront Promenade Project connecting Hueneme Beach and the Hueneme Lighthouse.

The ceremony, held Friday August 10th at Hueneme Beach, was attended by more than 60 people including local officials representing Supervisor Kathy Long and State Assembly member Julia Brownley and other invited guests.  Sketch renditions of the project were displayed and a Chumash song and blessing were provided by Ms. Carmelita Lemos and Ernestine Ygnacio-Desoto.  
Among the more unusual artifacts displayed included the original emblem of the U.S. Maritime Commission training building dedicated in 1940.  The more than two ton Maritime symbol was saved from demolished during a Port of Hueneme expansion project in 1995.  The emblem, crossed anchors behind a shield will be displayed along the Waterfront revetment as part of the overall project.  
The Shore Protection Repair and Waterfront Access Project is a cooperative endeavor between the Oxnard Harbor District and the City of Port Hueneme/Surplus Property Authority to repair the revetment and improve pedestrian access along the Port of Hueneme’s southern waterfront extending generally from the flag plaza at Surfside Drive to the Point Hueneme Lighthouse/east jetty area effectively allowing visitors to walk uninterrupted from Oxnard’s Ormond Beach to the Hueneme Lighthouse via Hueneme Beach.
