The long term goal of PVP was to offer automobile manufacturers factory-to-dealer logistics, comprising; transportation from factory to loadout port, ocean transport, port arrival and offloading, vehicle processing and transportation from the processing facility to the auto dealership. 


“Before the plant was finished I signed a contract to process Jaguars and shortly after opening the business we signed a contract with Land Rover,” Kilpatrick said. 


Today PVP is contracted to process cars for Volvo, Jaguar, Land Rover, Mitsubishi, Suzuki, Honda, Maserati, Asten Martin and Miles (an electric car). 


After 17 years of operation, PVP operates on 70 acres in Oxnard and is in the process of developing another 17 acres. 


PVP offers a variety of job opportunities, including employment in the fields of inspection, mechanical rectification, paint and body work, storage, factory campaigns, dealer driveways and media and marketing assistance. 


They also employ staff on a temporary basis to accommodate surges in the business. 


PVP is a package deal for automobile companies seeking a controllable linear supply chain while offering complete service and job opportunities for the local community. 


In its 17 years of business PVP had earned a great reputation and is considered to be among the best vehicle processors in the world.
